However, all correspondence becomes part of the 
official record of the meeting and is posted online with the supplemental materials for that 
meeting.

2. Staff will call your name or the last four digits of your phone number when it is your time to
speak.

3. You may state your name and city of residence at the beginning of your remarks for the
minutes.

4. Speakers will have up to three minutes to make their remarks.
5. You may log off or hang up after making your comments.

The Chair or majority of 
the Infrastructure and Natural Resources Advisory Committee may grant an extension of time 
for a speaker. No speaker may yield their time to another speaker.

All speakers shall observe civility, decorum, 
and good behavior. Any item submitted to the Committee during the meeting shall become 
public record and subject to applicable disclosure laws.
